· Clear central corneas and free of any anterior segment disorders
· Able to wear current CLs for ≥12 hours per day, ≥4 days per week
· Adapted, habitual wearers of MFCLs in each eye for ≥6 months prior to screening
· Required distance lens correction from +3.00 to -6.00D in each eye
· Presbyopic and required near add correction from +0.75 to +2.50D in each eye
· Internet access to complete an online survey and able to receive text messages
