The frailty scores of elderly patients at four time points following PCI were fitted, and LCGM models with 1 to 5 classes were progressively established. The results indicated that when the number of classes was increased to three, the AIC, BIC, and aBIC all reached their minimum values. The P-values for both LMRT and BLRT achieved statistical significance, and the entropy value was greater than 0.700 (0.858). Considering both practical relevance and data indicators, the three-class model was chosen as the optimal model for this study. The model fitting results are presented in Appendix Table S1.
