	The Danish National Patient Registry contains information on all non-psychiatric hospitalizations since 1977 and on all outpatient hospital clinic and emergency room contacts since 1995. Each record contains data on civil registration number, dates of hospital admission and discharge, codes for surgeries, procedures, and treatments, and one primary diagnosis and potentially several secondary diagnoses coded according to International Classification of Diseases Eighth Revision until the end of 1993 and the Tenth Revision thereafter.

The Danish National Prescription Registry includes data on all prescriptions redeemed at Danish community pharmacies since 1995. Data in the prescription registry include the patient’s civil registration number and the dosage, type, and quantity of all prescription medications. The medications are coded according to the Anatomical Therapeutic Chemical Classification System.

The Danish Register of Causes of Death contains information on all deaths in Denmark since 1943. Each record includes the civil registration number, date of death, and medical causes of death, including underlying cause of death, as well as the immediate cause and any contributing causes of death. Causes of death have been coded according to the International Classification of Diseases, Eighth Revision until the end of 1993, and the Tenth Revision thereafter.
