	Analytic category
	Included diagnoses (examples)

	Optic nerve disorders
	AION, AAION, NAION, PION, optic neuritis, neuroretinitis, papillitis, papilledema, pseudopapilledema, optic atrophy, optic disc anomalies, ONHD, traumatic optic neuropathy, radiation optic neuropathy, peripapillary hemorrhage

	Ocular motility disorders
	Diplopia, cranial nerve III/IV/VI palsies, strabismus (eso/exo/hyper), INO, nystagmus, gaze palsy, skew deviation, convergence insufficiency, ocular flutter, opsoclonus, superior oblique myokymia

	IIH / PTC
	Idiopathic intracranial hypertension, pseudotumor cerebri

	Tumor / compressive lesions
	Optic nerve sheath meningioma, optic pathway glioma, pituitary adenoma, sellar and parasellar tumors, intracranial tumors with compressive neuro-ophthalmic manifestations

	Visual function complaints
	Blurred vision, unexplained visual loss, photophobia, visual disturbances without structural or motility findings
