	Is dupilumab an effective long-term treatment option for children aged 6–11 years with severe atopic dermatitis?

	2
	Hi, I’m Professor Michael Cork.

	3
	Severe AD in children is associated with a multidimensional disease burden and high rate of comorbidities, which can significantly impair quality of life of patients and caregivers.

	4
	Prior to dupilumab, few effective long-term treatment options existed for children, resulting in significant unmet need.

	5
	Efficacy and safety of dupilumab have been investigated in several clinical trials in pediatric patients aged 6 months to 18 years.

	6
	Here, we summarize results from 3 clinical trials of dupilumab in children aged 6–11 years:
· AD-1412, a global, multicenter, open-label, 20-week, Phase 2a trial, completed by 37 children;
· Followed up by AD-1434, an ongoing, open-label extension or OLE, 52-week, Phase 3 trial, completed by 33 children;
· And AD-1652, a randomized, double-blind, 16-week, Phase 3 trial, which included 367 children. 

	7
	In these trials, AD signs were assessed using IGA, EASI, SCORAD, and BSA affected by AD.
AD symptoms were assessed using PP-NRS, POEM, and CDLQI.

	8
	In the AD-1412 trial, improvements in all measures for the overall population were observed at Week 16 and maintained through the AD-1434 OLE study. 


	8
	In the AD-1652 trial, dupilumab treatment with concomitant TCS resulted in significant improvements in AD signs, symptoms, and quality of life in all prespecified endpoints for the overall population, as seen in this patient.

	9
	Dupilumab also significantly improved AD signs and symptoms in children with and without comorbid asthma and allergic rhinitis in this study, suggesting that dupilumab may treat comorbidities that share a common underlying mechanism.

	10
	These results suggest that dupilumab is an effective treatment option for children aged 6–11 years with severe AD and support its continuous use to provide long-term sustained control in this age group.
