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	[bookmark: _Hlk108167073]Hello, I’m Dr. Leslie Citrome, Clinical Professor of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences at New York Medical College in Valhalla, NY. My coauthors and I recently published this review of a long-acting injectable treatment for schizophrenia, aripiprazole lauroxil, also known by its brand name "ARISTADA."
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	Aripiprazole is a second-generation antipsychotic approved in 2002 for the treatment of schizophrenia. In our review, we describe the development of the long-acting aripiprazole lauroxil formulation and review clinical trial results, summarizing its efficacy, safety, and flexibility for meeting patient needs.
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	Aripiprazole lauroxil can be initiated in a single day with 2 injections—aripiprazole lauroxil and its initiation formulation—and 1 oral dose, thus avoiding an initial lengthy period of oral supplementation. Aripiprazole lauroxil can then be administered every month, every 6 weeks, or every 2 months, providing flexibility for personalized treatment.
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	Dr. Citrome will show 2 syringes (1 Initio and 1 AL maintenance dose) and 1 pill (30-mg oral aripiprazole) as he mentions them.
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	Available aripiprazole lauroxil dosages are equivalent to lower (10-mg), intermediate (15-mg), or higher (20-mg or more) daily doses of oral aripiprazole.
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	Most patients derive clinical benefit from the intermediate dose, although some may require the lower or higher dose instead.

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	With aripiprazole lauroxil, intermediate dose levels can be delivered using a regimen with monthly, every-6-week, or every-2-month injection intervals, while the lower and higher dose exposures can be achieved using a monthly regimen.

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	Aripiprazole lauroxil has proven efficacy and safety in the treatment of schizophrenia in short-term and long-term studies, supporting its use in acute symptom treatment and maintenance therapy.
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	Overall, this review describes the development and use of aripiprazole lauroxil to address the symptoms of schizophrenia, with treatment-initiation options personalized for individual patients.
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
