On page 1601, line 1 in the right-hand column, note that the
drug “venlafaxine” is incorrect and should instead be “flu-
oxetine”. The correct sentence is “The response rate in the
current study was much higher than in the 6-week and 8-week
double-blind, placebo-controlled studies of agomelatine!>*¢
and higher than in an observational study of different anti-
depressants where a 38.2% early remission rate and a 20.5%
early response rate were found at week 6 of treatment,* but
similar to a double-blind study comparing agomelatine with

fluoxetine in patients with severe depression.”*
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
