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Background: The incidence of granulomatous lobular mastitis (GLM) is increasing year by year, and the breast wounds of women
patients with GLM can develop into abscesses, fistulas, sinuses, and sometimes orange-like degeneration similar to malignant tumors,
which seriously affects the quality of life of women patients with GLM. In China, breast wounds in women patients with GLM have
not been better managed. Therefore, the purpose of this study is to explore the disease experience of women patients with GLM, to
provide a basis for the development of precise intervention and support strategies for women patients with GLM, and to further
improve the quality of nursing management and enrich the research types of GLM.

Methods: In this study, 10 cases of GLM women patients from a tertiary hospital in Hangzhou, Zhejiang Province were selected by
purposive sampling. After obtaining the informed consent of GLM women patients, semi-structured interviews were conducted with
GLM women patients using the interview outline to collect qualitative data. The interview was recorded, transcribed verbatim in the
local language, and then translated into English, and the content analysis method was used to analyze the data. The Consolidated
Criteria for Reporting Qualitative Research (CORE-Q) checklist follows the report ‘s findings.

Results: Our study identified six themes: (a) Perception of the disease, (b) Emotional discomfort (c) Variety of changes (d) Lack of
specific skills (¢) Coping strategies adopted to rebuild health, (f) Expectation.

Conclusion: The experience of women with GLM is characterized by diversity and specificity. After experiencing physical trauma,
most patients use support systems to change negative attitudes and rebuild physical and mental health. Family, hospital and society
should be fully linked to strengthen the prevention of GLM and the popularization of nursing management knowledge; nurses should
provide targeted nursing services. Nursing leaders should improve the medical security system, broaden the medical channels, and
reduce the pain experience and pressure of patients.
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Background

Granulomatous lobular mastitis (GLM) is a sterile chronic inflammatory disease of the breast.'" GLM can occur in both
men and women, but mostly young women of childbearing age with a history of breastfeeding and childbearing.” Its
etiology and pathogenesis are still unclear.® Studies have shown that nipple depression, trauma, viruses, bacterial and
parasitic infections, hyperprolactinemia, breastfeeding, oral contraceptives, family history of breast cancer, diabetes,
autoimmune dysfunction can induce GLM*® Chinese medicine believes that: Emotional distress, of qi and blood stasis,
breast milk deposition;’ or viscera dysfunction;'® postpartum exogenous wind-cold-dampness- evil;'' careless living,
Chong Ren imbalance can also lead to the occurrence of GLM.'? At present, there is no uniform treatment standard and
scheme for GLM. Some studies have pointed out that surgical treatment cannot completely cure GLM.'? Studies have
pointed out that the incidence and recurrence rate of GLM have increased year by year.'* It is particularly common in

developing countries in the Mediterranean and Asia, such as China.'> In clinical work, it was found that nulliparous
women, adolescent women and elderly male patients also suffer from GLM,'® which has attracted the attention of
researchers around the world. Because GLM is similar to breast cancer in imaging and clinical manifestations, GLM is
easily misdiagnosed as breast cancer, which leads to miscut breast tissue and destroys the morphological aesthetics of
breast.'” The course of GLM is long and recurrent. The local tissue of the breast has redness, swelling, pain, ulcers,
fistula.'®'” Accompanied by symptoms such as lower limb joint pain and erythema. It seriously affects normal social
activities, and causes a great physiological and psychological burden on patients.

Through clinical work and literature review, it was found that women patients with GLM had a low awareness of the
disease, and most patients did not pay attention to it at the beginning of the disease. When women patients with GLM in
remote areas were treated in primary hospitals, primary hospitals were often misdiagnosed as acute mastitis according to
the clinical manifestations of the disease, which delayed the best treatment of the disease and increased the economic
burden of treatment. In addition, patients often seek surgical treatment for unbearable long-term breast pain and breast
skin ulceration. However, most patients after surgery, the breast will still appear congestion, swelling, fever and pain, and
even in the breast wound there are still a lot of pus flow. Although many studies have shown that oral corticosteroids can
effectively reduce the scope of surgical resection of breast tissue, and even reduce the surgical needs of some GLM
women patients, long-term use of corticosteroids may lead to many complications, such as weight gain, osteoporosis,
liver and kidney function damage.?* During the development of GLM, deep or subcutaneous abscesses are easy to form
at the breast lesions, and can gradually develop into fistulas in the late stage.?' Studies have pointed out that chronic
wounds formed by breast ulceration in women patients with GLM require long-term debridement, dressing change and
other interventions to promote wound healing.”> However, the breast is different from other parts of the body. The
structure of the breast tissue is special and the breast belongs to the sensitive part of the human body, and the tolerance to
pain is low. On the other hand, the necrotic substances and pus in the mammary duct are difficult to clean up. In the
process of debridement and dressing change, patients still need to endure severe pain after taking analgesics. This state of
repeated pus, pain and prolonged healing of the breast wound has caused great changes in the physical and mental state
of women patients with GLM, such as the emergence of negative emotions, reduced self-confidence in life, low self-
efficacy, breast pain, and decreased sleep quality.

Due to the lack of authoritative unified path and treatment guidelines for GLM management, the management of
women patients with GLM is challenging for medical staff who care for a large number of women patients with GLM
in clinical practice. On the other hand, the current research on GLM at home and abroad mainly focuses on
quantitative research such as disease mechanism, treatment methods, and recurrence factors. There is a lack of
attention to the disease experience of women patients with GLM, and there are few studies on disease management
of GLM patients. In order to better provide appropriate help to women patients with GLM and provide disease
management support for medical staff engaged in nursing GLM women patients, we need to understand their inner
world and disease experience. Therefore, this study comprehensively understands the disease experience of women
patients with GLM in China, and provides a basis for formulating precise intervention and support strategies for
women patients with GLM.

Methods

Design

This study used descriptive qualitative research methods to explore the disease experience of women patients with GLM
in China. The descriptive qualitative research method is based on the general principles of naturalistic inquiry and does
not elaborate any views in advance.”® In view of the lack of research on GLM women disease experience, and this study
is a small sample size study, and descriptive qualitative research is particularly suitable for research areas where there is
not much information to refer to. Therefore, this study uses descriptive qualitative research methods. In this study, semi-
structured interviews were used to collect qualitative data, and content analysis was used to analyze the data. In the

course of the study, we did not use a pre-determined verification answer scale.
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Setting and Study Population

This study used qualitative research methods to conduct semi-structured in-depth interviews with GLM patients in the
traditional Chinese medicine nursing clinic of a comprehensive third-grade Chinese medicine hospital in Hangzhou,
Zhejiang Province, China. Each interview follows an interview outline.

In this study, the purpose sampling metho
status and course of disease in GLM patients. The principle of determining the sample size is as follows: If no new topic
arises, further recruitment will be terminated. Inclusion criteria for GLM patients: (1) age > 18 years; (2) Western
medicine diagnosis is mainly based on pathological diagnosis, referring to the diagnostic criteria of breast pathological
diagnosis and differential diagnosis; (3) Voluntary participation in research, no communication barriers. Exclusion
criteria: individuals with major diseases such as other malignant tumors, communication disorders or minors. Two
researchers introduced this study to women with GLM in detail and invited them to participate. Initially, we recruited 12
participants, and later two participants refused to participate in the interview because of interest. Therefore, we finally

interviewed 10 participants.

Data Collection

The team of qualitative research contacted participants by email, phone to determine the time and place of interview
and conducted semi-structured face-to-face interviews after signing informed consent. The interview language is
Chinese, and the interview sites are quiet places (such as lounges and doctor ‘s offices). Initially, the interview outline
was developed on the basis of clinical investigation and literature review. Later, the interview outline was further
improved through pre-interview and team discussion. An interview guide mainly included the following questions:
“ICan you share your illness experience with me?” 2 “Can you talk to me about your feelings when you were first
diagnosed with GLM?”3 “What changes or effects do you think this disease has brought to you?” 5“What are the main
problems you are facing now?” 6“How do you live with diseases in your daily life?” 7“How do you think others view
the change of breast appearance after surgery?” 8“Are you satisfied with the nursing work of GLM in the whole
medical system? What are the suggestions?” In interviews, we first ask open-ended questions and then encourage
participants to elaborate if necessary. A researcher recorded other details such as the surrounding environment,
participants facial expressions and body language.® All participants interviews were recorded using a recording pen
and the interview time was 30—45 minutes.

Data Analysis
After each interview, our research team will convert the recording into text within 24 hours, using content analysis

method to analyze the data®’-*®

two nursing masters and a clinical head nurse who completed qualitative research
courses analyzed each transcript. Qualitative nursing experts regularly check and guide the data of this study to
improve the quality of data. In the first step, we conducted a deep and comprehensive understanding of the
preliminary transcribed text data alone to fully understand the participants experiences and feelings. In the second
step, we annotate meaningful transcripts and extract key sentences, and then manually encode them. In the third
step, we divide them into sub-topics and topics based on similarity and difference. In addition, we compare and
discuss each researcher coding results to determine sub-topics and topics. At the end of the 10th interview, we found
that the information provided by the participants was repeated, and at this time, we believed that the theme reached
saturation. In addition, we interviewed several additional women with GLM again to confirm the theme saturation.
In this study, interview results and interview analysis data were published after obtaining the informed consent of

each participant.

Results
The average age of the participants was 31.5 years old, ranging from 25 to 40 years old. Other characteristics of these
participants were shown in Table 1

Six themes and 16 subthemes were emerged from data analysis (see to recommendation for Table 2 legend).

6.2 Expectation of health education.
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Topic | Perception of Disease
This topic is mainly related to the characteristics of the disease. Each participant’s own disease perception is different, but
they all experienced persistent breast pain.

Persistent Pain
Participants said that persistent breast pain can lead to upper limb dysfunction, decreased mobility, and decreased sleep
quality.

P1: My breast is very hard and painful, when walking also pain, sitting also pain, when sleeping at night also pain, breast often

spontaneous pain.

P2: 1 do not know how to sleep, I dare not turn over, the degree of breast pain so that my arm cannot be lifted.

There are No Signs
Participants said that GLM had a sudden onset and had no signs before the disease.

P4: Once on the New Year, the breast suddenly began to redness and pain. The whole breast is particularly swollen.
P5: On the third morning, my breasts exploded like a balloon. I was scared to death, and my breasts swelled very high and red.

P2: In November last year, one morning, I suddenly couldn’t lift my arm, and it was a little painful. I thought it was lymph.

A Strange and Diverse Disease

Participants described GLM as a strange and diverse disease. The clinical characteristics of the participants are not the same, the
nipple or the broken breast wound will secrete a variety of colors of pus, and it is difficult to directly extract pus from the breast
puncture, which is not available in traditional breast inflammatory diseases. In addition, other organs of the participant ‘s body
also suffered from disease. For example: the decline in the physical function of the participants, physical weakness, elevated
body temperature, lower extremity erythema and accompanied by leg pain and other symptoms, the digestive system will appear
to weaken the digestive function, loss of appetite and other symptoms, the nervous system can be manifested as dizziness.

P6: I am often weak. I sometimes feel dizzy.

P2: My leg appeared erythema, very painful itch. In addition, my mouth has been acid and bitter, I don ‘t want to eat any food.
The pus of the breast is diverse in color, but mainly white pus, sometimes bloody pus.

P1: One day suddenly there was a hard mass, and then in the menstrual period, and then I felt caused by menstruation, because
I had a little lobular hyperplasia, so I thought it was breast hyperplasia caused by pain.

P3:I have asked several people who also have this disease, they have more pus in their breasts. Some patients with breast ulcer

is more serious, pus and blood mixed together.

Emotional Discomfort
During the illness, participants often feel anxious and fearful about the uncertainty of their disease status, development
direction and outcome. At the same time, long-term treatment forces participants to face various pressures.

Uncertainty and Fear

Participants mentioned that they did not know how long it would take to completely cure the disease, and could not
predict the development of the disease, and sometimes breast physicians could not do anything about the disease.
Participants indicated that they did not see the dawn of healing, lived in an uncertain state with persistent breast pain, and
therefore often felt fear, pain, and anxiety. Some participants said they tried to respond by actively cooperating with
treatment, but with little success.
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P3: I started the surgery in October last year. It has been going on until now, it has been half a year (the patient’s facial
expression is lonely), but I feel that there is no light in sight, and I am afraid that it will change viciously. The doctor said that
there may be something that can irritate your breasts and cause other parts of the breast to recur, so I am often worried.

P5: The doctor told me that this disease is difficult to treat, and even if it is treated, it will recur.

P2: I’ve been ill for nine months. If the disease does not progress, it just stays in one stage. I was terrified of this puncture and
pus. The most terrifying thing in the whole process is to draw pus, and every time I drag out time and do not go to the hospital
to draw pus.

Pressure

Participants shared that long-term treatment not only causes physical and emotional exhaustion, but also forces them to
face a variety of pressures, including psychological pressure, economic pressure, and pressure from family health. Stress
is an ‘invisible burden, but it is very common.

Some participants have shared with researchers that in the state of breast abscess ruptured wound is difficult to heal,
their original positive and optimistic attitude towards life and personality will be involuntary into negative pessimism,
depression or run-down emotions. This pessimism and depression will often be released without warning, affecting the
normal interpersonal communication and work of participants.

P3: My breast wound isn’t healing now, sometimes the mood is really bad. I used to be a more optimistic person. (Patients cry)
In fact, everyone ‘s psychology seems to be going through, because the disease lasts for a long time, it will give people an
invisible burden.

P4: But this disease will not die, but it makes you painful.
P7: Now the burden of this disease is still quite large. Compared with the previous normal state, I am indeed depressed and sad.

Participants who had been misdiagnosed with breast cancer said their fears were reduced after the correct diagnosis,
but were replaced by feelings of helplessness and anxiety. This is related to the complexity or difficulty of the disease
treatment procedure.

P5:At first, I was scared to death, I was scared, I thought it was breast cancer. Later, it was diagnosed, although it was not
cancer, but I knew that the disease was very troublesome, and I didn’t know what to do at that time. Especially affect the mood,
I will lose my temper for no reason, and the feeling of collapse.

P8: This disease is not easy to treat, [ am very anxious, my breasts collapse every time they have pus, and then I have to drink

Chinese medicine every day.

Participants also cited their own financial burden and barriers to returning to work as sources of stress.
P6: This disease has a certain impact on our economy. The most important problem is money.

P9: I have great economic pressure.

Participants said that a stable job is very important for themselves. Leaders and colleagues’ awareness of the disease
and understanding of their current state are important factors in retaining work.

P10: I dare not lose my job. But I really don ‘t know how to speak to leaders and colleagues to explain that after the operation is
the beginning of treatment, for fear that they do not understand. Because of the privacy of my breast parts, I can’t show them the
actual condition of the breast ulcer surface.

P8: My work is temporarily suspended. This disease affects my work.

A participant whose daughter had myelitis said she felt powerless about the changes and stress of life caused by the
disease. Two complex diseases accumulate in a family, leaving her in a difficult and desolate life, with a strong sense of
despair and powerlessness.
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P6: I can’t do anything, because I have a daughter at home who is not well, she has myelitis, (the patient looks dejection),
I know that myelitis is really difficult to treat, because my daughter had myelitis when she was fourteen, but I can’t do anything.

Variety of Changes

Participants experienced a variety of changes in the process of diagnosis and treatment, including the loss of breast
integrity, changes in life and social circles, and loss of self-image. Participants often feel regret or loss of attraction, or
fear of not being able to better integrate and return to their original life and social circle, because sometimes they feel
misunderstood and devalued by people around them, especially younger patients.

Loss of Breast Integrity

Participants believe that the integrity of the breast is an indispensable part of both the emotional aspect of the couple and
the symbol of female identity and the beauty of the appearance. Postoperative breast scars led to the loss of female
characteristics, emotion and self-confidence of the participants. However, some participants ‘personal resilience and
spiritual strength of yearning for life have prompted them to actively face the lack.

P4: No matter how good the recovery after breast surgery is, it is impossible to restore the original, Surgical treatment will have
a great impact on the appearance of our breasts. My breasts are too ugly.

P3: If the whole breast is cut off, the whole person ‘s mentality must have changed, I feel incomplete.

P1: breast is the characteristics of women, breast too ugly must also affect the relationship between husband and wife. Truth be
told, I am very low self-esteem after surgery, the husband ‘s thoughts I will take into account. If the breast has been cut off, it

must be very low self-esteem ah.

P10: There are too many breast scars, 1 feel too ugly, too ugly.

Normal Life and Social Trajectory Forced to Change

Participants said that the disease did not seem to affect life, but it was actually very bad, and the wound of breast
ulceration was difficult to manage. Most women say their lives have stagnated with pus, pain, and treatment in their
breast ulcer wounds, starting a different journey, The only focus of the journey is disease and its effects. Participants
stopped working, social circles were forced to change, self-image was forced to give up, and normal emotional
communication with children was impossible; they focus on their own medical care. Disease limits all aspects of the
participants.

P8: is mainly the problem of breast pain is not convenient to go out. I have always been at home, feel out more trouble, and go
out for a while is very tired, I do not want to go out with friends to play.

P1: I can ‘t fully concentrate on doing other things, and you can ‘t wear underwear at ordinary times. It has seriously affected

my life.
P10: Before I got sick, I still care about my external image, and now I ‘m in no mood.

P5: 1 can ‘t do anything at home, I can ‘t take care of the child.

Lack of Specific Skills

Participants from rural areas and primiparas said that they lack health awareness.
Some participants also mentioned that medical staff lacked effective communication with patients in clinical decision-

making.

Lack of Health Knowledge Related to GLM
Participants said that they had never been exposed to GLM before they fell ill, or even knew nothing.
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P9: No medical staff ever taught me to do breast self-examination.

P7: There is no medical staff to go to the countryside to popularize the disease, really to popularize it, because many people still

do not know this aspect.

Lack of Breast Care Awareness
Participants said they were busy taking care of their children and ignored breast care. The local cultural background and

surrounding environment of the participants are an important reason for the lack of breast health awareness.

P1: I spend more time taking care of children, so I don ‘t have extra time to focus on breasts.

P9: I myself do not have a breast disease examination, rural people do not have this consciousness at all, only the people around

me have a disease, will think of paying attention to it myself.

Lack of Effective Communication

In our interviews, participants reflected their disappointment with the expected medical services and treatment and care
work of medical staff. One participant said that when some treatment methods were ineffective, professional medical
staff did not actively explain the clinical decision-making of treatment, nor did they actively explain the precautions for
preventing disease recurrence and the possible development direction of the disease. Participants are in a state of
ignorance, which further aggravates participants ‘stress, fear of disease and helplessness.

P2: I entered the anti-inflammatory drug is useless, no one told me, I should do next, no one told me I have other options. How

will my disease develop next? No one told me, I am confused.

P10: In fact, when I first saw a doctor, the doctor should tell me some of the circumstances of the disease, some doctors do not
tell me what this is a disease, will not tell me the severity of the disease. if I tell, I will pay attention to.

Coping Strategies for Rebuilding Health

After the participants bodies, lives, and social interactions were completely disrupted by the disease, the participants
would still actively explore or use tools to obtain supportive strategies for health reconstruction after experiencing
morbid and disordered bodies and lives. This may be related to participants individual psychological resilience.

Participants Actively Explore a Variety of Treatment Methods
Participants take the initiative to explore traditional Chinese medicine treatment measures, try different treatment

methods.

P9: Later I found a Traditional Chinese Medicine clinic and did local Traditional Chinese Medicine fumigation for the breast. It

was thirty minutes at a time, and I did it seventeen times.

P2: I’ve smoked it with moxibustion strips before, and I feel okay. Then I came to the hospital this time for infrared treatment,

and I saw if infrared treatment could eliminate breast lumps.

Get External Help Through Social or Online Media

Participants mentioned the importance of social media. Participants communication with other patients or the power of
media communication alleviated participants anxiety and fear during the illness, obtained psychological emotional
support, increased their awareness of the disease, and prompted participants to actively face the future.

P10: When I first knew about this disease, then I looked at Baidu and ‘Little Red Book, and I looked at which hospital other

patients went to and how they were treated.
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P2: After I got sick, I looked up the disease on the Internet, and there are many treatments for this disease on Douyin, there is
a Chinese medicine doctor in Beijing, he advocates the use of Chinese herbal medicines on the breast, and his patients are also
optimistic. So I wanted to give it a try too.

P7: I asked them (patients) in the WeChat group if there were any good ways to eliminate breast swelling, and some of them
used houttuynia to reduce swelling, but I didn’t dare to try.

The Family ‘S Past Physical Health Enhances the Participants ‘Health Awareness
The health status of family members is one of the important factors in disease screening and prevention.

P1:My mother has breast cancer and I know that I have the genetic component of malignant disease, so I check my thyroid and

breast once a year.

Participants Actively Adjust Their Living Habits and Mentality

Some participants mentioned that they are trying to accept and support, although it is a difficult process for them, but
they have the belief to continue. Many people are committed to adjusting their living habits and mentality, such as
changing eating habits, losing weight, exercising more than usual, maintaining emotional stability, and complaining less.

P1: Now after the surgery, I have maintained a regular routine in all aspects of my life and sleep.

P8: I think diet and lifestyle are more important, I think that going to bed early can improve immunity, and then in terms of diet,
I try not to eat seafood or foods with higher hormones.

P9: 1 begin to pay attention to light diet now ‘. Before I got sick, I did not think about these problems. I came completely

according to my own preferences. Now, | have to pay attention to my health. I also follow the doctor ‘s advice to lose weight.

P7: The doctor told me that illness and mood are also related. I try to make myself happy and not think about the things that
bother me.

Expectation

Expectation of Expanding Traditional Chinese Medicine Nursing Technology and Medical Channels
Participants said that due to the long recovery period of the disease, it was necessary to take medicine and repair
treatment in the hospital many times, wasting a lot of time and increasing the sense of fatigue. Promote Traditional
Chinese Medicine acupoint massage technology, expand the scope of network service functions, continuously optimize
the allocation of resources, and increase the convenience of participants in medical treatment.

P2: It would be much more convenient if you could prescribe medicine and send it home after seeing a doctor online. Because

I still have to work. There is a long wait in the hospital, and a lot of it is wasted waiting.

Expectations for Health Education
Participants hope to popularize the knowledge of disease prevention and choose the appropriate time, methods and tools
to promote the effective prevention of the next generation of expectant mothers.

P10: I definitely want the doctor or nurse to tell me how far my disease has progressed, because it takes so long and people are
a little impetuous.

P1: I think that just after giving birth, at this time, to popularize the knowledge of GLM prevention for her, she may be more

interested and more acceptable, I think it is better to explain the effect on the spot with real cases.
P7: I think we should popularize the people with nipple depression, how to prevent GLM.

P6: We should popularize what causes diseases, how to better treat them, and how to care for them?
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P5: I think the right time is to stop breastfeeding breast swelling after the time, this time is already about their health. so that
mothers in the corresponding environment, will attract the attention of mothers.

P8: After giving birth to a baby and returning home from the hospital, you can go to the door to popularize what diseases the

breast may have, explain it first and then give the manual, I will remember it very well.

Discussions
The Perception of Disease is a Signal or Manifestation of the Participant’s Body ‘S

Invasion of the Disease Most Participants ‘Perception of Disease is Long and Slow

In this study, participants indicated that they and breast surgeons did not realize the severity of the disease at the initial stage
of it, and sometimes misjudged themselves or were misdiagnosed with other diseases. Meagan® pointed out that some
women patients with GLM feel pain and fatigue from the diagnosis and management experience of breast surgeons, because
clinicians cannot alleviate and explain the symptoms of GLM. Some women patients with GLM have also been misdiag-
nosed as inflammatory breast cancer, which further delays their time to obtain the correct treatment. The low awareness of
GLM among participants and some physicians is related to the lack of health knowledge of GLM and the similar clinical
manifestations of GLM with breast cancer and mastitis®® When the symptoms of the disease are considered to be familiar,
have little effect on function or cause no concern, people may ignore. But only when the symptoms persist for a period of
time or pose a risk to them, people will reflect on its origin.*' In addition, people perception of disease depends not only on
people personal situation, but also on the socio-cultural background. For example, the participants ‘gender, age, family, and
social relations all affect people understanding of physical changes. This is consistent with the opinion of the psychiatrist
Arthur Kleinman®> That is, the body exists in the cultural intermediary. For women patients with GLM who have suffered
from breast pain for a long time, a variety of analgesic measures can be used to intervene, such as three-step analgesic ladder,
wrist-ankle acupuncture, auricular point pressing beans, acupoint application and other analgesic methods.*>> Relevant
studies have shown that the treatment of external treatment of traditional Chinese medicine such as wrist-ankle acupuncture
12 hours before breast wound dressing change will significantly reduce the pain level of women patients with GLM during
dressing change, but there are fewer nursing staff who master the operation of wrist-ankle acupuncture.** On the other hand,
the work of medical staff in China is quite heavy. Medical staff are busy with their work and ignore the importance of full
communication, which is also one of the reasons why women patients with GLM have lower cognitive ability and weaker
self-care efficacy. Therefore, it is necessary to strengthen the training of specialized theoretical knowledge for medical staff
engaged in nursing GLM women patients, and strengthen the publicity of GLM health knowledge, so as to improve the
attention of women patients with GLM to their own health.

Positive and Effective Psychological Intervention is an Important Measure to Reduce

the Negative Emotions of Participants

Breast abscesses, fistulas, leading to persistent breast pain and local skin damage in the breast.>® The persistent
characteristics of GLM make participants feel strongly about their experiences. These feelings include uncertainty,
anxiety, fear, helplessness, depression and stress. This negative emotion is “invisible” but common, highlighting the
sadness participants must face when life is suddenly forced to change. At present, the study of negative emotions in GLM
patients is still in its infancy, but psychological interventions for other chronic diseases provide us with a research basis.
Resilience theorists believe that resilience is the result of people ‘s active and dynamic adaptation.>” Enhancing resilience
is seen as a strategy to shift from disease-focused to health-focused, as well as a strategy to prevent disease-related stress
and reduce psychological distress.*® Therefore, by providing participants with relevant resources and methods of disease
treatment, patients can enhance their ability to cope with challenging problems in life, and help participants to reconstruct
their cognition, which will help participants to view their own situation from different perspectives and transform
negative emotions into positive emotions, thereby enhancing psychological resilience.>® Studies have shown that regular
patient seminars or group meetings for participants with the same disease can help reduce anxiety and depression and
enhance psychological flexibility.** In this study, participants face a variety of pressures brought by the disease, and
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medical staff can develop diversified and adaptive programs based on the pressure situation to reduce the anxiety of
patients. Most of the participants were forced to stop working during the treatment period, and the family’s income
decreased, which would increase the risk of families falling into poverty, thus indirectly affecting the patient’s access to
medical resources, especially for rural patients and patients seeking medical treatment in other places. Therefore,
improving the medical security system is one of the measures to reduce economic pressure.*'*** Interventions such as
enhancing psychological resilience, improving psychological resilience, cognitive behavioral therapy, decompression
method based on mindfulness, and group meetings for people with the same disease can help patients relieve negative
emotions, cope with stress, and improve quality of life.***** However, medical staff should also focus on studying the
individual differences of patients in order to locate patients in the best practice program for them.

The Lack of Body Image and the Change of Life Trajectory Limit the Participants ‘Life
This study found that participants will face a variety of changes during treatment, including scar formation, loss of breast
integrity, changes in life trajectories, and lack of effective communication between doctors and participants. At the same
time, the lack of body image is an important social psychological problem that plagues the participants, affecting the
individual’s appearance, physical function, marital emotion and overall self-esteem. At present, some scholars* do not
recommend surgical treatment for women patients with GLM, because surgery can cause many problems, such as breast
deformation and poor wound healing, and high recurrence rate. On the other hand, studies*® have also shown that
expanding the scope of breast resection will reduce the recurrence rate. But for GLM women patients who cannot accept
breast defects, this will be an unacceptable treatment. Another study*’ showed that for some women with GLM caused
by Corynebacterium infection, local hyperthermia of the breast may promote the repair of breast wounds. Because the
growth of Corynebacterium is significantly inhibited at 42°C, local temperature control may lead to the stagnation of
Corynebacterium growth, so local hyperthermia can reduce breast inflammation and promote breast wound healing, so as
to achieve the purpose of breast repair. At this stage, it is impossible to determine which treatment is best for women
patients with GLM. Each patient has different expectations for the degree of breast repair. We need to provide
personalized nursing management measures in the face of different women patients with GLM. For example, in the
face of some GLM women patients who choose surgical treatment and are afraid of breast defects, we can provide
psychological education before surgery, improve surgical methods, and perform breast skin repair after surgery, which
will help participants accept the loss of breast integrity. Otherwise, Providing psychological education in advance before
surgery, improving surgical methods, and performing breast skin repair after surgery will help participants accept the loss
of breast integrity. Studies have shown that people’s beliefs about health and the predisposing factors of disease can
affect their health-related decisions.*®*’ Therefore, medical staff should improve participants ‘understanding of the
etiology, alternative treatment options and processes, preventive care, and self-care management precautions of GLM
normalize it and promote participants’ acceptance, strengthen effective communication between medical staff and
patients, and provide professional strategies to manage modifiable factors to help participants make the most favorable
health decisions. Medical service is a complex and dynamic process. Medical staff should maintain self-reflection and
critical thinking to provide multi-dimensional medical services.

Actively Seeking Other Effective Treatment Measures and Making Full Use of Social or
Media, Following a Healthy Lifestyle, and Strengthening the Active Awareness of

Patient Rehabilitation are Conducive to Reshaping Health

This study found that participants took multiple measures to cope with the pain while facing the pain caused by the
disease. Participants will actively use their contacts or social resources to obtain favorable medical resources for rapid
recovery. They manage their condition through information acquisition, moderate exercise, healthy diet, and self-
dredging emotions and strengthen their awareness and beliefs in fighting the disease, and use the accumulated knowledge
and experience to reduce the impact of the disease on daily activities. This is consistent with the findings of Dena and
John that proper self-management of chronic diseases can improve patient self-efficacy and reduce depressive
symptoms "> A study®” exploring the tongue characteristics of GLM patients shows that the tongue coating of most

GLM patients is white, thick and greasy, and the tongue body is bright red. This thick and greasy tongue coating is one of
the risk factors for GLM; on the other hand, Chinese medicine believes that white greasy tongue coating is related to
phlegm-dampness constitution, and red tongue body is related to heat evil invading the body. The main ways to improve
phlegm-dampness constitution and prevent heat evil invading the body are to maintain a regular lifestyle, cat lightly,
avoid drinking and smoking, adhere to physical exercise for a long time, and keep a comfortable mood. This is similar to
the way of disease management advocated in this study. In addition, our medical staff should tailor health exercise
schedules, diet recipes, and traditional Chinese medicine health care methods to improve the overall health of participants
and enhance immune function to resist diseases.

Broadening Medical Channels Will Increase the Convenience of Medical Treatment in
Different Places, Actively Popularize GLM Related Knowledge, and Improve People ‘S

Awareness

This study found that whether it is a primary medical institution or a large hospital, there is little science popularization
of GLM disease-related knowledge, and most participants have less knowledge of GLM. Participants said that they first
heard of GLM at the time of diagnosis. In addition, participants in remote areas said that going to the hospital for follow-
up medication would consume a lot of their rest time and increase their sense of exhaustion. Medical staff should
establish an Internet platform or WeChat applet for women patients with GLM to facilitate medical counseling services
for women patients with GLM. This Internet-mediated medical service platform also helps medical staff to dynamically
track and follow up women patients with GLM and provide full guidance and support for home care of breast wounds.
Therefore, Medical staff should establish an Internet platform or WeChat applet for women patients with GLM to
facilitate medical counseling services for women patients with GLM. This Internet-mediated medical service platform
also helps medical staff to dynamically track and follow up women patients with GLM and provide full guidance and
support for home care of breast wounds. Medical staff also can increase the publicity of GLM disease knowledge.
Medical institutions should actively expand Traditional Chinese Medicine nursing technology and medical channels,
promote the innovation of medical and health service mode, continuously optimize the allocation of resources, improve
service efficiency, and improve patients ‘medical experience.

Limitations

This certain research data provides some insights into the disease experience of GLM female patients for medical staff
engaged in nursing management of women patients with GLM around the world. However, there are some unavoidable
limitations in this study. In the course of this study, since the respondents are located in hospitals in Zhejiang Province,
they cannot reflect the experience of women patients with GLM in other regions of China. In the future, the research field
can be expanded to further enrich the research results. This study uses the purposive sampling method to recruit
participants, which may have selection bias; the sample size of this study is small. Despite these limitations, this study
has some important implications. As far as we know, although there are many articles on the pathogenesis and treatment
of GLM, this is the first qualitative study on women patients with GLM in the world, and this article is unique. We
interviewed different groups of participants in order to maximize the diversity of the groups of participants, and the data
of this study is reasonable.

Conclusions

The experience of women with GLM is characterized by diversity and specificity. In the process of seeking medical
services, the huge physical and psychological pain experience is their common point, which is related to repeated pus at
the abscess site, breast pain, economic pressure, reduced parent-child communication, and reduced social activities. In
the process of treating the disease, some patients gradually shift from a negative attitude to a positive response to the
disease, which is related to the individual ‘s level of disease cognition, economic pressure, family support, local medical
and health level. In addition, in the face of changes in body image, the support of family and sexual partners is
particularly important for patients, and the partner ‘s attitude towards the breast appearance of women with GLM is one
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of the important factors affecting the mental health of patients. This study found that there were differences in the
cognitive level of GLM among doctors and nurses in medical institutions in different regions. Grassroots medical staff
lacked the knowledge of GLM prevention and self-care management. The team discussed the reasons and summarized
them as uneven distribution of medical resources, economic level, doctors and nurses.
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
