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Supplementary Figure 1: Histogram showing inhibition of migratory rate of MDA-MB-231 cells by LG25. Cells were treated with LG25 at 0.63, 1.25 or 2.5 μM, paclitaxel at 5 μM, or DMSO vehicle control (con) for 24 h.
