Supplementary Materials

Both tasks activate the Piriform Cortex and thus when the two tasks are compared to each other this area of activation appears to be either absent (OI > OM) or only weakly observed (OM > OI). Below we present a One-way ANOVA using repeated measures to combine the data from both tasks to demonstrate that this part of the olfactory sensory cortex is activated by these tasks. A cluster-determining threshold of p<0.001 uncorrected and a cluster extent of 10 voxels was used.
