Case scenario about maternal and child nutritional service
Introduction: Malnutrition is one of the major existing pandemic issues. Even if this problem affects global community, the significance is very high in developing countries. The burden of the problem is high at mothers and children. The problem on this segment of the population causes a devastating impact. Different evidences shows that the cause of this problem is mainly due to knowledge and awareness related problems related to proper nutrition practice. To solve this problem different strategies are designed by the Ethiopian government. Among these strategies one is nutrition package which is one of 17 packages of health extension program. This package is implemented by health extension workers.  
Benefits: This Package has different benefits for the community. Among the benefits counseling about maternal nutrition service, infant and young child feeding practice, screening and referring of malnourished child to health facilities, supplementing of plum net for malnourished child and micronutrients for mothers. This project is given by the fund of government and other partners.
