The two filters were used to prevent participants from forming rigid responses. That is, when the avatar faced the “0” dot in the incongruent tasks, the answer “0” was always correct for other-perspective judgments and always incorrect for self-perspective judgments, as shown in the upper left panel and bottom left panel in Figure A1, respectively. The two filters were set such that the answer “0” was wrong in the other-perspective judgments and was correct in the self-perspective judgments, as shown in the two right panels.
