	Vulnerability: Not needing help in daily life, but having a physical condition that limits daily activities. Common complaints are "moving slowly" during the day and feeling tired

	5
	Mild frailty: Marked slowness of movement, need for assistance with advanced instrumental activities of daily living (IADLs), and mild frailty further impairs the ability to shop, walk, prepare meals, and do household chores alone

	6
	Moderate frailty: Requires assistance with all outdoor activities, walking up and down stairs indoors, bathing, and may need assistance with dressing
