The collapsed localizers
According to previous studies (Luck & Gaspelin, 2016; Sui et al., 2023; Sima et al., 2024), the collapsed localizers were used to identify the time windows and the electrode sites of the ERP components of P3 and LPP according to the following steps.
(1) The collapsed waveform for each electrode site was calculated by averaging the six conditions;
(2) The peak latency of each ERP component was found by eyeballing the collapsed waveforms;
(3) We drew the topographic map of the collapsed waveforms in the time windows of 60 ms for P3 and 100 ms for LPP around the peek latency to find the most active areas of each ERP component.
Based on above steps, the P3 and LPP were analyzed in the time windows of 336~396ms and 450~550ms respectively.
