Cohort members were no longer considered current users when no refill was made within the treatment period of the latest prescription plus a number of days corresponding to 10% of the treatment period.
*For acetylsalicylic acid and clopidogrel, the treatment period was determined based on the prescribed number of standard dosages. The standard dosage of acetylsalicylic acid for cardiovascular indications is either 75 mg or 150 mg, and regardless of strength we assumed that one tablet corresponded to one day of treatment. For clopidogrel the standard dosage is 75 mg with one tablet corresponding to one day of treatment. 
**For warfarin, there is no standard dosage and patients are treated according to their INR (International Normalized Ratio). The daily dosage differs between 2.5 mg and 10 mg and some patients have single days with no tablet intake. To calculate treatment period for warfarin use we therefore assumed an average daily intake of 5 mg. 
The platelet inhibiting side effect of NSAID’s has a duration crudely comparable to that of platelet inhibitors. 
***For ibuprofen, we calculated the daily dosages from the strengths of the tablets and the standard dosages recommended for chronic users. For instance, we assumed a daily intake of 1800 mg of ibuprofen if 600 mg tablets were prescribed.


Supplementary methods
Chronic and time-dependent medication
NSAIDs, glucocorticoids, anticoagulant treatment and conditions predisposing for head trauma were included as time dependent variables. Anticoagulant treatment was divided into warfarin, acetylsalicylic acid, clopidogrel, dabigatranetexilat, rivaroxaban, apixaban and edoxaban with lookback period dependent on packages size.
Chronic conditions included cerebral infarction, hypertension, diabetes mellitus, alcohol addiction, renal insufficiency, chronic hepatic disease, autoimmune disorders and disposing neurological conditions. Chronic prescribed medicines included lipid-modifying drugs and antihypertensive treatment. 
Cohort members were considered treated with anticoagulation medicine if they had filled prescriptions for platelet inhibitors (clopidogrel and acetylsalicylic acid) or vitamin-K antagonists (warfarin). Use of anticoagulation medicine was considered as a time-dependent variable indicating current use. (i.e., those cohort members who experienced a recurrent bleeding were only considered exposed if they were current users at the time of the recurrent bleeding). Current use was at any time during follow-up based on the treatment period of the last refill (restricted to a maximum of 365 days) to avoid accumulation of tablets and thus an overestimation of the exposure time. Cohort members were no longer considered current users when no refill was made within the treatment period of the latest prescription plus a number of days corresponding to 10% of the treatment period.
