[bookmark: _Hlk169089506]Simplified Endoscopic Score for Crohn’s disease (SES-CD): 
SES-CD was scored for each of five bowel segments, including the ileum, right colon (ileocecal valve, cecum, and ascending colon to hepatic flexure), transverse colon, left colon (descending colon to splenic flexure and sigmoid colon), and rectum. This instrument consists of four items (presence/size of ulcers, proportion of ulcerated mucosal surface, proportion of mucosal surface affected by any other lesions, and presence/type of narrowing/strictures). Scores for each item range from 0 to 3. The total score ranges from 0 to 56, escalating as endoscopic disease severity increases; a score of 15 is considered the threshold for ‘severe disease’.
