Appendix B: Trigger Levels for Compliance

Diagnostic reference level exceeded (patients).
Non-compliance with GBZ120-2020 shielding standards.
GBZ120-2020: This standard specifies the radiation protection requirements for personnel and workplaces involved in nuclear medicine diagnosis, treatment, research, and radiopharmaceutical preparation in medical institutions.
This standard applies to the protection of radioactive material use in nuclear medicine diagnosis, treatment, research, and radiopharmaceutical preparation conducted by medical institutions.
Relevant activities in non-medical institutions may refer to this standard for implementation.
